Pro-Life Momentum at the Federal Level

The 2010 Congressional elections witnessed a huge pro-life shift within Congress. In the

House of Representatives, the recent elections removed 40 career pro-abortion incumbents.

Addi ti onlail fleyg Hiqpopusce Democrats who had orig
care fAireformd unless is contained express
tions, but who later supported the final bill, fared poorly. At least 12 of these representatives

who abandoned their high-profile opposition to healthcare were replaced by pro-life chal-

lengers. In about 25 other cases, pro-lifers of both parties were replaced (either through re-

tirement or defeat) by firmly pro-life representatives. In fact, in only one district in the entire

nation did a firmly pro-life incumbent lose to a firmly pro-abortion challenger. This should

translate into a pro-life shift of between 40 and 55 votes, depending upon the issue.

In the Senate, where only one-third of seats were up for election, there was a net shift in the
pro-life direction of four to seven votes, depending upon the issue. No senator was replaced
by a successor with a weaker pro-life record on abortion. Additionally, Senate seats already
in pro-life hands were successfully defended this past election cycle. Pennsylvanians will
recall pro-life Pat Toomey (R) defeating pro-abortion Joe Sestak (D) for the Senate seat for-
merly held by pro-abortion Arlen Specter.

Of course, the 2010 election did not include the top office in the land. President Obama still
has the ability to promote anti-life policies through executive order and the use of his veto
power, but the improvement in Congress should limit the damage on the federal level until
the next election cycle. In 2012, President Obama and 33 Senators (23 of whom caucus with
the president's party) will face voters again.

On the federal scene, positive pro-life developments have occurred in 2011:

House of Representatives Votes to Defund Planned Parenthood

On February 18, 2011, the House of Representatives adopted an amendment, 240-185, to cut
off federal funds to Planned Parenthood Federation of America (PPFA) and 102 PPFA affili-
ates. The amendment was offered by Mike Pence (R-IN) and attached to a measure to fund
all federal agencies through September 30, 2011.

Now that our state has a pro-life governor and pro-life majorities in both the state Senate and

House, pro-life legislation is advancing! When the Pennsylvania General Assembly returns . ' ’
from its summer recess in mid-September, it is expected to consider two bills. On May 4, 2011, the House voted 251-175 in favor of the No Taxpayer Funding for Abortion

Act. The bill makes permanent the patchwork of laws that had previously limited federal

funding for the practice. Best known among these was the Hyde Amendment, which had to

be passed annually and only covered funds directed through the annual Heath and Human
Services appropriations bill. The Patient
enacted in 2010 permitted new avenues for federal funding of abortion not governed by the

Hyde Amendment or other statutory restrictions.

House of Representatives Votes to Permanently Ban Federal Funding of Abortion

The first of these, Senate Bill 3, explicitly prohibits abortion coverage in taxpayer-supported
insurance plans that will be created as a result of the federal Patient Protection and Afford-
able Care Act ("Obamacare"). The second, Senate Bill 732, holds abortion clinics to the
same fire and safety standards, personnel and equipment requirements, and quality assurance
procedures as other freestanding ambulatory surgical facilities. Please contact your state
